Amateur or Youth Division All Show Fee (+cattle charges) 
$100 for VolRHA members / $125 for non-members 
Walk/Trot $10 horse/rider combo cannot enter canter class 
Leadline Trail and Warm Up Ranch Riding $5 
Cattle Charges: $25 per run 
Maximum cattle fee $100/horse VolRHA members only 
Office Fee: $10 per horse 
ARHA Judges Fee: $6 per horse 
Stalls $30 per night  $50 for weekend  
Grounds Fee if no stall $10 per horse 
Bedding $8.00 per bag 
RV Hookups $22 per night weekend

$250 payback classes: Classes with * will be paid to top 3 placings. 125/75/50. 
Classes must have 10 entries for payouts. Payout via check 30 days after show. 
+ Jackpot Class: $50 Entry + Cattle Charge: 80% Payback 

Versatility Challenge:  
$100 plus must show in corresponding ARHA class.  
Conformation, Ranch Riding, Trail, Ranch Cutting, Working Ranch Horse 
100% Payback for versatility classes. 50% at show and 50% ARHA year end 
overall payout. Cattle and ARHA class fees apply. Buckle to overall show high 
point if there are a minimum of 5 entries. 
 
Horses are to be shown as naturally as possible. No braids, bands of hoof 
polish. Horses to be shown in working tack. 
 
ARHA membership and horse registration can be done at the show. Must have 
copy of breed registration. $10 rush fee applies.  
 
Must be VolRHA member for show highpoints. Open, Youth and Amateur.

FUTURITY/DERBY RULES:  
All horses must be registered with ARHA. Owner and Exhibitors must be ARHA members. Horse must be shown in the corresponding ARHA 
class. Futurity horses are those horses age 3. Derby horses are ages 4, 5 and 6. Total scores from all judges will be used to determine placings. In 
the event of a tie, a tie breaker judge’s decision will be used. Futurity/Derby prize money will be mailed to the registered owner within 30 days 
following the futurity. The officers of VolRHA will arbitrate any disputes and their decision is final. Payback is 80% according to the schedule below. 
Full entry fee ($75.00) will be paid back if only 1 entry in the class.
